"To Tweet or not to Tweet" 

Twitter is a unique social networking application which has left many entrepreneurs scratching their heads - wondering, “where’s the value?” There’s no denying that Twitter’s popularity has exploded. In 2008, Twitter’s unique visitors increased by 752%. The week after Oprah’s first “tweet” Twitter saw a 45% increase in traffic. Large user base aside, is there a real value for businesses to be active on Twitter? How does a small business make the best use of Twitter? How can Twitter affect the bottom line? John Moore will discuss these questions in depth after a brief overview of the Twitter platform. He will also discuss the best and worst ways to use Twitter, as well as how to integrate Twitter with other social media tools. The way individuals and businesses think about and approach social media can make the difference. John will talk about using Twitter as a resource instead of an advertising platform, giving cases from his own life. John will present some of the available tools to make Tweeting easier for entrepreneurs and talk about how to keep the “social” in social media.

Presenter: John Moore has spent more than a decade as a technical consultant to some of the most prominent companies in the US including: Fidelity Investments, Wachovia Bank, Ernst & Young, and Digital Equipment Corporation. He helped found Quai, Inc. as well as several startups. Recently John helped found Ncub8 – an early stage technology incubator, and is currently working with a tech startup in stealth mode.

John combines his technical knowledge as well as education in marketing, communication, and social psychology to help businesses with the human side of technology. John has focused on the technical and user experience sides of Rich Internet Applications (RIA’s). John has created and delivered training for two leading RIA technologies (dojo toolkit, and Adobe Flex).
